Notes on Charging the Battery

To charge the battery, connect the AC adapter to the
machine.

The battery is charged when the machine is off or
in Energy Saver mode. It is not charged while it is
powering the machine.

The battery can be charged within a temperature
range of 0 to 60°C. At a temperature above or below
this range, charging stops.

It normally takes about three hours to fully charge
the battery. If the machine takes a long time to
switch to Energy Saver mode or if the machine is
used often, the time to fully charge increases.

Notes for Using Batteries

When you use the machine for the first time, be sure
to connect the AC adapter. For details about con-
necting the AC adapter, see the manual supplied
with the machine.

Be sure to turn the power off when you attach or
detach the battery. If you do not turn the power off,
machine malfunctions may result.

When inspected at the factory prior to shipment, the
battery terminal may be scratched. Scratches on the
battery terminal it does not affect the performance
of the product.

Do not recharge, use, or store the battery in a place
where the temperature exceeds that of the specified
operating environment.

To maximize the battery life, recharge, use, and
store it in an environment with an ambient tempera-
ture of 10 to 32°C. Be careful about recharging, us-
ing, or storing the battery in an environment with an
ambient temperature of 40°C or above. Doing so will
cause the battery to deteriorate.

If the machine is to be left unused for a long time,
remove the battery and store it in a cool, dry place.
