BEFORE USE

Prior to using the purchased lamp unit, please take
the time to read through this Instruction Manual to
ensure that the lamp unit will be used properly. After
reading through these instructions, be sure to keep
the Manual in a safe place for future reference.
Some illustrations in this manual might be slightly
different from the machine.

RICOH PJ Replacement Lamp Type9 is designed to
be exclusively used for Ricoh projectors. Do not use
this lamp unit for other projectors, otherwise it may
cause fire or trouble of the machine.

Before replacing the lamp, turn off the power and wait at least
one hour to allow the product to cool completely. If it is not
completely cool, you may burn or injure yourself due to the
inside of the product and lamp unit being hot. If you replace
the lamp without unplugging the power cord from the power
outlet, electric shock or explosion may occur.

Do not place the lamp you have removed within the reach of
children or near any object which may catch fire easily. The
lamp may break, which can be dangerous.

Keep foreign matter such as metal objects or articles which
catch fire easily away from the lamp housing after the lamp
has been removed. This is done to safeguard against the risk
of fires and electrical shocks. Under no circumstances should
you insert your hand inside the lamp housing because of the
danger of electrical shocks and burns.

Install the replacement lamp properly and securely. If it is
not installed properly, the screen may become dark or a
fire may occur.

(If it becomes dirty, wipe out with a soft dry cloth.)

@ In the event that the lamp breaks, be careful not to
be injured by the glass fragments. Ask your sales
representative to repair it.

HOW TO REPLACE THE LAMP

Tool required: Phillips screwdriver
The lamp will eventually begin to project dark or dull
pictures and finally will not light up. (Lamp’s life length
depends on the use condition.) In such a case, follow
the steps below to replace the lamp with new one.

—15—
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1 Turn off the power first and unplug the
power cord after the cooling fan stops.

Since the lamp unit is still heated just after the
power is turned off, make sure to replace the lamp
unit at least one hour or more after the power cord
is unplugged.

2 Slide the outer lamp cover to the
right to remove it.

3 Loosen the screw on the right side
of the inner lamp cover, and then
remove the inner lamp cover.




4 Loosen the two screws on the left
side of the lamp unit.

5 Raise the metal handle.

6 Hold the handle, and then pull the
lamp unit out of the projector.
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7 Insert a new lamp unit.

are inserted into the holes of the lamp unit properly.

8 Tighten the two screws on the left
side of the lamp unit.

9 Attach the inner lamp cover by
sliding it from the right.

Make sure the inner lamp cover is inserted into the slits

inside the projector.
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10 Tighten the screw on the right side
of the inner lamp cover.
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11 Put the outer lamp cover on the
projector, and then slide it to the left.

Make sure the projections on the left edge of the
outer lamp cover are inserted into the holes on the
projector properly.

Correctly install the outer lamp cover. Incorrect
installation may prevent the lamp or projector from
turning on.
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12 while holding down the [AV Mute]
button and the [Power] button si-
multaneously, plug the power cord
into the power outlet.

1.[AV Mute] button
2. [Power] button

The lamp time is automatically reset.
Turn the power on and check that “OH” appears on
[Lamp Time] in [Display Status].

Note

After resetting the lamp time, turn off the projector
using the [Power] button, then unplug the power cord
from the mains outlet.
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NOTES

Be sure to use a new lamp for replacement. There is a
“NEW LAMP” label stuck on every new lamp unit.
